The kitchen is an important part of your 
house so take your time whilst designing 
your new kitchen. Most people will try 
many different kitchen designs before 
getting their dream design. You may 
want to photocopy the grid over the 
page so you can try different designs.

Start by drawing the walls of your 
kitchen on the grid. If the house is not 
built yet work from the architect’s plans. 
If you plan on altering your kitchen walls 
make sure you draw up the proposed 
position of the new walls.

Your drawing should indicate any 
permanent fixtures that will affect the 
kitchen layout like doors, windows, 
plumbing and electrical switches.
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START DESIGNING YOUR KITCHEN
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HAVE A GOOD LOOK 
THROUGH THE 
CABINETS ON PAGES 
7 & 8 AND IDENTIFY 
WHICH ONES YOU 
WANT TO USE
Identify what appliances (hob, oven, fridge, 
sink, dishwasher etc) you will use in your 
kitchen. Be aware of any size requirements, 
such as allowances for air flow that will 
affect the kitchen cabinetry.

Position your appliances first, particularly if 
they have to be in a specific location. For 
example, if you are renovating a kitchen 
you will probably locate the sink cabinet in 
the same place as the existing sink unless 
you’re willing to have the pipes moved. 
Keep in mind the ‘work triangle’ when you 
are placing the appliances in your kitchen.

Next, work from the corners of the plan, 
drawing in the required cabinets. Think 
about what you want to keep in each 
cabinet. Try to store items close to where 
they will be used. Your kitchen will work 
better if you can store your pots and pans 
near the oven, for example. Remember to 
include End Panels and Infill Panels  
where necessary.

As you add cabinets into your plan, write 
the name of the cabinet next to it so you 
can easily identify it. It’s also a good idea to 
write in the width measurements for each 
cabinet and panel, so you can easily add 
them up to get the overall measurements 
for the kitchen.

Once you’re happy with the design, write 
out a list of the cabinets and panels that you 
require and take it back to PlaceMakers, so 
you can order your kitchen.
